BeaverCreek Armory Range, LLC

Range Rules

* All ammunition and targets must be purchased at BeaverCreek Armory  *

1. Gun’s Brought to the Range

    All handguns up to 44 magnum and .22 rimfire caliber rifles and pistol caliber carbines/ Shotguns, both birdshot and buckshot are permitted on the range, All handguns/shotguns must be carried in a case, unloaded into the range.

2. Range Officer or Range Safety Officer
   The Range Officer on Duty is in direct charge of the range at all times. The Range Officer and approved staff will bar from the range any person handling a firearm in an unsafe or careless manner.

   The Range Officer and approved staff have the right to inspect any and all firearms and will bapn their use, if in his /her judgement they are unsafe or not in good working order.

   Any person or person’s who subject the range officer to harassment, verbal or physical, will be asked to leave the Range.

3. Vandalism
   Any person seen shooting at the lights, baffles, carriers, or any other range equipment or property may be reported to the authorities for appropriate action. Targets are to be mounted on target support frames provided.  Firing at boxes, cups or other objects is prohibited. Only targets authorized by the Range Officer or approved staff, will be permitted.

4.  Range and Equipment Rental

    Each person using the facilities of this range is required to sign in at the front counter or the Range Officer’s counter and surrender their Valid Identification. All persons renting firearms are responsible for any and all damages which may be incurred in use of that firearm.
5. Firearms Permitted

    All handguns chambered up to 44 magnum, .22 rimfire caliber rifles and pistol caliber carbines are permitted on the range. Shotguns both birdshot and buckshot are permitted on the range.
6. Ammunition Permitted

    All ammunition must be purchased at BeaverCreek Armory Range, no exceptions. For your safety and the safety of others, no brass pick-up is allowed.
7. Firing Line Occupants
    All persons utilizing the range facility are required to understand the rules of the range on the first visit.

Persons under the age of 18 years of age must be accompanied by a parent or authorized adult. The parent/adult shall act as coach and must remain with the minor at all times on the range.

Shooters and/or responsible parties must be in possession of a valid driver’s license or  I.D. and be able to legally own and operate firearms.
No Smoking, Smokeless tobacco, Food or Drink is allowed in the Range.
Only one shooter,  one gun, in use is permitted per lane.

People not shooting are not allowed on the range.

No firearms may be left  UNATTENDED, on the range.  All equipment left unattended is “At the owner’s own Risk”.

Pregnant women are not permitted on the Range.

8. Firing Line Procedure

   Take the position assigned to you.  The muzzle must be pointed downrange at all times.

Shooters must load and unload their own weapon. All firearms are loaded on the firing line bench, ONLY.  Do not hand another person a firearm. Do not change lanes with a firearm. Only line of sight shooting is permitted. MIS-FIRES /    NON-FIRES- stay on the bench,- Contact Range Officer-.  No rapid fire permitted, with semi-automatic firearms.
When leaving the firing line temporarily, lay the firearm down with the action open and muzzle pointed downrange.

When you are finished and leave, make sure the firearm is UNLOADED, magazine empty and in appropriate case. Return all rental firearms,- UNLOADED- to the front counter.  Place all trash in appropriated containers.

9. Eye Protection
   All shooters must wear eye protection.

10. Ear Protection
    All shooters must wear ear protection.

General Safety Rules

Always to be followed at BeaverCreek Armory Range

· All firearms are considered loaded at all times.

· Always point firearms in a safe direction (downrange, the ground, etc.), until on target and ready to fire.

· Always keep your trigger finger straight along the frame until on target and ready to fire.

· Always know your target and what is behind it.
Failure to follow all BeaverCreek Armory Range, LLC rules will result in immediate dismissal from the range and the store. Violations of these rules as outlined above will result in immediate loss of membership at BeaverCreek Armory Range, LLC including any and all benefits. No refund on membership or any and all associated fees.
